Introduction

Along with the included Quick Bluetooth Connection Guide this instruction booklet explains the basic
operation and care of the unit. Please read them corequ\/ and keep for future reference.

This unit features NFC (near field rication) technology which allows you to
wirelessly connect your NFC-enabled device to instantly ‘pair and play’. See your
device’s user manual for details on how to interact with NFC devices.

If your Bluetooth device does not support NFC, you can pair it manually with this
unit.

Maintenance

e Place the unit on a level surface away from sources of direct sunlight or excessive heat.

Protect your furniture when placing your unit on a natural wood and lacquered finish. A cloth or other

protective material should be placed between it and the furniture.

e Clean your unit with a soft cloth moistened only with mild soap and water. Stronger cleaning agents,
such as benzene, thinner or similar materials can damage the surface of the unit.

Connect the standard USB plug end of the cable o a power USB port on a computer or other USB

charging device. For first time use, charge unit for about 3 hours.
A red light glows steadily while the unit is charging and turns OFF once the unit is fully charged. If unit

is not powered on when micro USB plug is connected, the red light glows steadily to indicate unit is
charging. For best sound performance, only operate the unit when fully charged.

This unit features wireless NFC pairing, which allows playing NFC—enabled devices to pair and play
instantly. For pairing non-NFC devices, please see the following section “Pairing Your Device
Manually”.

1. Turn on your Bluetooth-enabled/NFC-enabled device and turn on NFC capability
(typically under Settings) as described in the device's user manual.

2. Place your NFC—enabled device in play mode.

3. Move the Power ON/OFF Switch fo the ON position.

4. Touch the Narea of your playing NFC device

against the N antenna on fop of the unit. The unit wil

enter automatic pairing mode, tones will sound and the light will flash blue while the unit attempts

to pair. If prompted, accept Bluetooth pairing. “iHome iBN24" should appear on your device's
menu. Once paired with a device, the blue indicator light will glow steadily, a confirmation tone
will sound and your music will play through the unit.

Use the controls on your device to play or pause audio, navigate tracks and adjust volume.

6. When done listening, move the Power ON/OFF Switch to OFF position to tum the unit OFF.

Using Bluetooth: Pairing Your Device Manually

For First Time use (auto pairing):

1. Turn on your Bluetooth-enabled device and turn on Bluetooth capability as described in the device's
user manual.

2. Move the Power ON/OFF Switch on the unit to the ON position (right]. The first time the unit is
turned on it will enter auto pairing mode, indicated by a rapidly flashing blue light. NOTE: In any
mode (auto link, pairing, Bluetooth or Aux audio) if the unit is connected to charging source, the
indicator light will be red instead of blue."iHome iBN24" should appear on your device's menu. If
“Not Paired”, “Not Connected” or similar message appears, tap on “iHome iBN24" to complete
pairing. If your device asks for a password, enter 1234 on the keyboard of your device.

3. Once paired with a device, the blue light will glow steadily. There should be an indication on your
device that pairing is complete (“Connected” or similar). On some devices, you must then select “Use
as Audio Device” or similar on the device's Bluetooth menu. Once paired, your device should autorlink
to the IBN24 whenever within range (about 30 feet]. If auto pairing did not work, press and hold the
Bluetooth Pairing Button located on the back of the unit for 2 seconds to retry pairing.

Once the Unit Has Paired with A Device (auto linking):

1. When the unit has been paired with a device, the next fime it is powered on, the unit will furn on in
aufo link mode and attempt to auto link to a previously paired device, indicated by a slowly flashing
blue light. If a linked device is found, the indicator will glow solid blue.

2. If no linked device is found, the blue light will continue fo flash slowly. Press and hold the Bluetooth
Pairing Button located on the back of the unit for 2 seconds. The unit will enter pairing mode, 2 short
beeps will sound and the light will flash blue rapidly while the unit attempts to pair.

“iHome iBN24" should appear on your device's menu. If “Not Paired”, “Not Connected” or similar
message appears, fap on “iHome iBN24" to complete pairing. If your device asks for a password, enter
1234 on the keyboard of your device. If no device is paired within 2 minutes, the unit will revert o auto
link mode. To retry pairing, press and hold the Bluetooth Pairing Button again.

Move the Power ON/OFF Switch to the ON position (right) fo listen o audio streamed wirelessly from
your paired iPad, iPhone, iPod or other Bluetooth device.

The blue light will flash as the unit searches for a previously paired device, and then turn solid blue once
a previously paired device is defected.

Use the controls on your device to play or pause audio, navigate tracks and control volume from your
Bluetooth device.

When done listening, move the Power ON/OFF Switch to the OFF position (left) to turn the unit off.

NOTE: Auxin audio is disabled when Bluetooth audio is playing from a different device.

The
indicator light will flash blue.

Power on the audio device and use the controls on the device fo play or pause audio, navigate tracks
and control volume. If your audio device is already paired with the unit, the light will glow steadily
blue as in Bluetooth mode, but you will hear your audio via aux-in.

When done listening, move the Power ON/OFF Switch to the OFF position (left) to turn the unit off.
Remember to turn off your audio device, too.

Playing Audio via Aux Out

You can connect the unit to an external speoker via the Aux-out jack located on the back of the unit to
expand the audio playing in Bluetooth or AuxIn modes.

Resetting the Unit

clearing Bluetooth settings. The unit will reset and power back on. (If pressed for longer than 2 seconds,
the unit will reset but will not power back on.)

You will then need to
re-pair any previously linked devices.
