IMPORTANT INFORMATION ABOUT WATERPROOF OPERATION

For proper waterproof operation, make sure the waterproof gasket on the left side of the unit is
completely flush with the unit by pressing along the entire edge of the gasket until it is completely and
securely in place.

e The unit is IPX7 waterproof rated, meaning it is immersible for up to 30 minutes at a depth of 1 mefer
(3 feet). It will typically withstand rain, snow and being submersed in shallow water. Longer duration or
deeper immersion that exceeds the fested limits may cause product failure and void the warranty.

e DO NOT immerse the unit in water for extended periods.

e DO NOT immerse the unit in water deeper than 1 mefer (~ 3 feet).

® Make sure gasket and surrounding surfaces are completely dry before opening gasket to prevent
moisture from damaging the internal electronics.

® Keep rubber gasket free of dirt, sand, or other objects that can inferfere with proper sealing. If for any
reason the waterproof gasket is not making a tight waterproof seal water may enter the unit.

* Rinse with tap water after immersion in salt water or swimming pool.

Using Bluetooth: Pairing and Playing Your Device Using NFC

This unit features wireless NFC pairing, which allows playing NFC—enabled devices to pair and play
instantly. For pairing nonNFC devices, please see the following section “Pairing Your Device Manually”.

Turn on your Bluetooth-enabled /NFC-enabled device and tumn on NFC capability as described in the
device’s user manual.

Place your NFC—enabled device in play mode.

Touch the N area of your playing NFC device against the N antenna area on fop of the iBN&. The
iBN& will turn on and enter aufomatic pairing mode, a tone will sound and the light will flash blue while
the unit aftfempts fo pair. “iHome iBN6" should appear on your device's menu. If your device asks if you
wish fo pair, accept (select “Yes” or similar). Once paired with a device, the blue indicator light will glow
steadily, a confirmation fone will sound and your music will play through the unit.

Press the ™' Button fo play or pause audio.

Press the ¥ Button to go to the start of a frack, press twice to play the previous frack. Press the 2 Button
fo advance fo the next track. Press and hold & or % for rapid search backwards or forwards within
a frack.

Press the = Button or + Button fo adjust the volume on the unit. Press and hold for rapid volume change.
The LED indicator on the front of the unit will flash 3X when the volume is at maximum OR minimum. You
can also adjust volume on your device.

When done listening, press the () Power Button to tumn the unit OFF. Remember fo turn off your audio
device, too.

NOTE: To disconnect your device, simply touch it again on the N antenna area on top of the unit. To pair
a device manually, please see the following “Pairing Your Device Manually” section.

Using Bluetooth: Pairing Your Device Manually

Turn on your Bluetooth-enabled device and turn on Bluetooth capability as described in the device's user
manual.

Press the ) Power Button located on top of the unit to tum the unit ON. The first time the unit is turned
on it will enter auto pairing mode: ascending tones will sound and the indicator light on the front of the
unit will flash blue while the unit attempts to pair.”iHome iBNG” should appear on your device's menu. If
"Not Paired”, “Not Connected” or similar message appears, select “iHome iBN6” on device fo
begin/complete pairing. If your device asks for a password, enter 1234 on the keyboard of your
device. If no device is paired within 3 minutes, the unit will revert fo its previous state.

If auto-pairing is unsuccessful, or if you are trying to pair with a different Bluetooth device, make sure unit
is powered on then press and hold the ' Button (located on top of the unit] for 2 seconds. 2 tones will
sound and the indicator light on front of the unit will flash blue while the unit attempts to pair. “iHome
iBN6" should appear on your device's menu. If “Not Paired”, “Not Connected” or similar message
appears, select “iHome iBN6" on device to begin/complete pairing. If your device asks for a password,

enter 1234 on the keyboard of your device. To retry pairing, repeat step 3.

Once paired with a device, the blue indicator light will glow sfeadily and a confirmation tone will sound.
There should be an indication on your device that pairing is complete. On some devices, you must then
select "Use as Audio Device (stereo)” or similar on the device's Bluetooth menu. Once paired, your device
should link o the powered on BN whenever within range.

Pairing with a Different Device

When you power ON the speaker, it will automatically link with the previously paired
Bluetooth device as long as that device is still within range (about 30 feet). To pair with a
different device by NFC, follow steps 1-3 on page 6. Also pair with a different device
manually, please follow step 3 on page 7.

Playing Audio Via Bluetooth

Press the (O Power Button to turn on the unit. The light on front of the unit will flash blue and
ascending tones will sound and the unit will search for a previously paired device. The light will
turn solid blue once a previously paired device is defected. You can then listen to audio
streamed wirelessly from your paired iPad, iPhone, iPod or other Bluetooth device.

Press the ' Button to play or pause audio.

. Press the ¥ Button fo go fo the start of a frack, press again fo play the previous track. Press the = Button

fo advance to the next track. Press and hold & or 2 for rapid search backwards or forwards within @

frack.

Press the = Button or + Button fo adjust the volume on the unit. Press and hold for rapid volume change.
The LED indicator on the front of the unit will flash 3X when the volume is at maximum OR minimum. You
can also adjust volume on your device.

When done listening, press the O Power Button 1o turn the unit OFF. Remember to turn off your audio
device, too.

Press the 2 Talk Button to answer the call,
or press the & End Button fo ignore it. For call vvomng function, press the 2 Talk Button fo place a currently active
call on hold and answer a new call; press the 2 Talk Button to switch between the calls.

When a call is completed, press the % End Button to end the call and resume previous function.

Connect one end of the included 3.5mm sfereo audio cable fo the Aux in jack on the side of the unit under
the Woterproof gasket and connect the other end to the headphone or line-out jack on your audio device.
Press the O Power Button on the unit fo turn it on.

Power on the audio device and use the controls on the device to play or pause audio, and navigate
fracks.

Adjust the volume on the unit as described previously.

When done listening, press the () Power Button to turn the unit OFF. Remember to turn off your audio
device, too.

Charging Devices via USB Port

Note: When operating on internal battery, the unit must be powered ON to charge devices via the USB

w

Port. The iBNG will charge devices when connected to AC power OR when operating on the infernal
battery (provided the battery has enough charge). To charge devices via USB while operating on the
internal battery, we recommend that the unit be fully charged first. The iBNG will not charge external
devices via USB when infernal rechargeable battery is too low (red indicator is blinking). To save
battery power, USB charging is limited to 1 hour when no audio is playing.

Lift water resistant gasket located on the side of the unit to expose the USB Port.
Connect the standard size end of a USB cable (not included) to the USB Port and connect the other end

fo the charging port on your device.

® Check that all connections are correct and properly plugged in.
e For internal battery operation, make sure the unit is fully charged.

® Make sure your device is properly paired with the iBN6.
* Make sure the Power is ON.

Unit doesn’t respond

e If the unit appears to be “frozen” or locked up or hasn't been used in a long time, you may need to
reset it. To do so, use a straightened paper-clip, toothpick, or similar device to press the reset button
located under the water resistant gasket on the side of the unit. The blue LED indicator on the front of the
unit will flash rapidly 5 times to indicate the unit has been reset. If unit hasn't been used in a long time,
charge unit for a number of hours before attempting to reset.

® |f auto “Pair and play” on your NFC—enabled device fails, make sure Bluefooth is turned on and screen
is active (not dark) on NFC device. If pairing still fails, try to pair manually by powering on the unit then
pressing and holding the Pairing Butfon on the fop of the unif for 2 seconds.
