Do not wear the headphones while
setting up, the voice prompt is loud.
Press and hold the Power button until
the indicator LED flashes red and blue,
the voice says “Ready for connection.”

Pairing

1. Go to Bluetooth® Settings on your
mobile device.

2. Turn Bluetooth® ON, on your device.

3. On your Bluetooth® device, select
“iHome TX-56” from the list of
available devices.

4. When successfully paired, the voice
says “Bluetooth® connected” and the
indicator LED will flash blue.

Bluetooth® Functions

« Long press the Power button to turn
the headphones on or off.

Once they are paired, the headphones will
recognize your device, it is not necessary to pair
them again.

¢ Short press the Next Track button to
skip to the next track. Long press the
button to increase volume.

» Short press the Play / Pause button
to play or pause.
When a call is incomming, short
press to answer, long press to reject.
After a call, press the button two
times to redial the last number called.

¢ Short press the Previous Track button
to skip to the previous track. Long
press the Volume Down button to
decrease volume.

This means the internal
battery is being charged.

When the indicator LED light goes out,
this means the headphones are fully
charged and ready to use.

3. When fully charged, unplug the
charging cable from the power source.
